[A] Advanced - Comfortable & accomplished on most slopes and types of snow but not completely happy with technique in
certain conditions ie. ice, moguls, crud etc.

[1] Intermediate - Able to cruise the mountain but aware of problems carving properly and intimidated by black runs and dif-
ficult snow conditions.

[L] Lower intermediate - Cautious, stemming or skidding most turns. Stick to blue, green or occasional red runs.
